· Round Table in September will focus on technology.  Jason is seeking chamber members and non-members to lead table discussions.  Medina Chamber rep has suggested some contacts; Jason hopes to finalize by the August meeting.

New Business:

· Richfield Community Day:  $2000 donation has been authorized by the board to be used as needed.  The Village has already committed $5000 toward the cost of fireworks.

· Chamber will have a table at Community Day and will sell t-shirts, sweat shirts and Sweet Corn Ride jerseys.  Volunteers are needed to work the table from 10:00 AM – 5:00 PM.  The chamber has a banner but will also need a sign with pricing, a cash box and change.  Prices:  $5 for older t-shirt designs, $15 for older sweat shirt designs, $12 for new t-shirt designs, and $20 for new sweat shirt designs.

· $150 was paid to workers’ comp with the understanding that it was required fee to maintain the discounted group rating offered to chamber members.  The certificate shows zero employees.  There is some confusion on this and members want to verify that the fee is, in fact, required.  
· Community map: Jason had sample area maps used by other communities which are provided to local realtors, new home owners, and others.  These maps are updated annually and are funded through local advertising ($18-$20 per ad).  If the chamber promotes the map to members and provides member contact info, it will receive 5% of the advertising dollars.  The printer will make all advertising solicitation calls; there is no cost to the chamber.  Board members voted to endorse the map for Richfield for now, possibly expanding  to the Revere School district in the future.

· Sue had an inquiry from FedEx regarding chamber membership.
· Thank you notes were received from scholarship recipients Katrina Weimer and Andy Leubitz.
